Submit a Project to the Walnut Council Foundation
The Walnut Council Foundation supports special project and research grants to individuals or institutions doing projects on eastern black walnut (Juglans nigra), butternut (J. cinerea), and associated high value hardwoods.  

The Special Projects and Research Grants Program was developed to support the educational purposes of the Walnut Council Foundation and to promote the growing and utilization of walnut and other high-value hardwoods through special projects and applied research conducted with supervised scientific rigor.
Because the funds available for supporting special projects and research grants are limited, the Research Committee of the Walnut Council Foundation is looking for small scale, self-contained projects of relatively short duration that will not require ongoing funding. The Walnut Council Foundation will consider fully funding projects up to $1,000 or partially funding large projects provided that other funding sources support the balance of the project.  
For those new to writing grant proposals or new to walnut research, we recommend submitting a one-page letter that briefly describes the project and how the funds will be used.  The pre-proposal letter will allow the Research Committee to assess the potential of the project and offer suggestions for strengthening your proposal.
